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Abstract

This research aimed to study the problem situation and the way to manage provision in
leading integration schools. The result has been compared by using many variables including: position,
the highest degrees provide, school size, basic special education and experience of participants in
special education area. There were 473 people selected from learning inclusive school in this research
including: sixty-six lead teachers, sixty-six academic teachers, sixty-six project responsible teachers,
and two hundred and eighty-six teachers. This research used a four scales survey questionnaire as
a tool to collect data which has total reliability (QU) 0.93. Moreover, this research used questionnaire
and focus group to explain deep results. The statistics used in this research including: frequency,
percent, mean, standard deviation, F-test and content analysis.

This research found that 1) the problem situation in leading integration schools could
describe from high to low teaching and learning activities, students, and environment, respectively,
however, overall there were in high level. 2) the comparison problem of provision learning in leading
integration school found that the involve people who has different position, degree, basic special
education, basic special education and school size would have no different in problem management
in leading integration schools. 3) the way to solve the problems of management in leading integration
schools showed that 3.1) in student aspect, the school should support student in terms of helping
students who has special need by training in all aspects including: emotion, society for both group
of students and reinforce special need student follow their learning ability. The assessment from real
situation should synchronize with the curriculum which use for each particular kind of special
need students. Teachers should have adequate tools and they should have good psychology skills

to take care of them and they should manage special education in each special need person. The principle

should pay attention to the good motion; good view point and support all teachers in the school.
Moreover, the principle should set up the meeting of student’s parent for having some suggestions
and technique to take care of special need students; 3.2) in environment aspect, the school should
have good manage both inside and outside including laboratory for learning area and for special
need student to rest; 3.3) in teaching and learning aspects, the school should set up learning activities
for both group of students to have inclusive work as much as possible by using activities method
techniques and various instruction, however, they should avoid competitive activities. They should
adapt their teaching skills by concern of special need students for example give balance easy-hard
work or use the different rule from other students in the same activity if that activity has in both group
of students. The school should have special room of supportive skills. The principle should understand
the special education and the school should have an Individualization Education Plan (IEP) and create.
Individual Implementation Plan (ITP) for all 8 main learning substances by concern with each particular
special need student. The school should have learning supervision and follow them to send their
approach report to the principals and the parents. The students should have special learning report
that contain strengthen and weak points that the students need to develop; 3.4) in development tool
aspects, the schools should create vision, mission, policies, plan, and projects by cover special need
student group. Moreover, the school should have strong inclusive learning network and using learning

technology as well.
