Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1) compare English reading comprehension
ability of grade 9 students between before and after learning management by using SQ4R
reading method with graphic organizers, 2) compare English reading comprehension ability
of grade 9 students after learning management by using SQ4R reading method with graphic
organizers as 70 percent criteria, and 3) study the satisfaction of grade 9 students on SQ4R
reading method with graphic organizers. The data of the study was collected from 41
grade 9 students, selected by using cluster random sampling, during the second semester
of the academic year 2022 at Tessabanl Engsiangsamakkee school. The instruments used
to get data were 1) the four lesson plans using SQ4R reading method with graphic
organizers, 2). English. reading comprehension ability tests, and 3) a questionnaire on
opinions toward the SQ4 R reading method with graphic organizers. Statistics which were
used to analyze the data were arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test dependent and
t-test for one sample.

The results of the study revealed that: 1) the reading comprehension ability of
grade 9 students after learning management by using SQ4R reading method with graphic
organizers was higher than pre-test at a significant level of .05, 2) the reading
comprehension ability of grade 9 students after learning management by using SQ4R
reading method with graphic organizers, the average result was 82.81 percentage, higher

than criteria significantly at .05, and 3) the satisfaction of grade 9 students on SQ4R learning

method with graphic organizers was at a highest level. (X = 4.91 SD = 0.29)
