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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were : 1) To study about the participation patterns of the
people concerning garbage management of The Kao Roopchang Sub-district Administration
(KRSA). 2) To know the opinion of people about problems arising from the management of the
garbage. 3) To identify problems, obstacles and suggestions in the participation patterns. The
research method used was descriptive study. The sample for the study were the 105 people with
the age of 18 and over, living in the area of KRSA. They were sampled purposively from the
population who were knowledgeable and had experience concerning garbage management, who
were community leaders, group representatives, and sanitary officers of KRSA. Questionnaires
were used in the study.

The study revealed that the participation patterns were related to the general condition,
the economic and social condition, sex, age, education, family status, period of living, location,
main occupation, income, club membership, and duty in the club of the sample. The results from
the tests against the hypothesis showed the statistically significant relationship at 0.05 for the
acceptance of the people participation.

According to the opinion of people concerning to the management of the garbage in

KRSA, it was related to the general condition, the economic and social condition, sex, age,
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education, family status, period of living, location, main occupation, income, club membership,
and duty in the club of the sample. The results from the tests against the hypothesis showed the
statistically significant relationship at 0.05 for the acceptance of the majority of the people for the
full participation and responsibility in garbage management of KRSA.

The study concerning the problems, obstacles and suggestions about the participation
patterns in garbage management of KRSA pointed out that the problems arising from garbage
management were significant and needed total collaboration. The majority of the people
suggested that more personnels for garbage collection were needed. Garbage bins should be
amply put commensurably to garbage generated at every point. Collecting time must be fixed.

More rounds of collection must be made. And, people should take part in garbage management

of KRSA.
