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Abstract

The objectives of this research were : 1) to compare the creative thoughts of children
of carly age before and after the experience thought thought — enhancing questions, 2) to compare
the creative thoughts of children of early age before and after normal experience, and 3) to
compare the creative thoughts of children of early age with the experience thought thought —
cnhancing questions vis - a - vis the normal experience.

I'he sample of the study consisted of 50 children of early age in kindergarten class 2

at Klomtip Kindergarten School under the Office of Nakomnsrithammaraj Education Zone 4. The

data — gathering instruments were a plan of experience thought thought — enhancing questions, a
plan of normal experience, a researcher — constructed test of creative thoughts in the form
relations based on Guilford’s theory. The data analysis was carried out by means of computation

of mcan values, standard deviation values, and t — values.

The research finding may be summarized as follows.

I. The children of of early age with the experience thought thought - enhancing
questions had higher collective creative — thought scores on the aspects of speedy thinking,

flexible thinking, mitiative, and creative thinking than before they had the experience, at the .01

level of statistical significance.

2. The children of of early age with the normal experience had higher collective
creative — thought scores on the aspects of speedy thinking, flexible thinking, initiative, and
crcative thinking than before they had the experience, at the .01 level of statistical significance.

3. The children of of early age with the experience thought thought — enhancing
questions had higher collective creative — thought scores on the aspects of spcedy thinking,

flexible thinking, 1nitiative, and creative thinking than the children of of carly age with the

normal experience, at the .01 level of statistical significance.
