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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed at development and quality evaluation of a computer assisted
mstruction in the religions of Thailand, regarding social studies, religions, and culture groups for
the students in Pratom 6. The research was also aimed at comparing student achievements before
and after the utilization of the developed computer assisted instruction. Another aim of the
research was to gather opinions of students and experts regarding the developed computer assisted
instruction.

The data collection instruments were, a student achievement test employed before and
after the utilization of the developed computer assisted instruction, and 2 sets of rating scale
qucstionnaires ‘designed to gather opinions of students and cxperts regarding the developed
computer assisted mstruction.

The sample included 100 students from Anuban Songkla School. The collected data were
analyzed into mean, percentage. and standard deviation. The t-test was employed for hypothesis
testing.

The results revealed that the quality of the developed computer assisted instruction was
perceived satistactorily at a 86.70/87.03. Student achievement after utilization of developed
computer assisted Instruction was statistically significantly different at the .01 level higher than
those before the utilization of that computer assisted instruction. One Hundred percent of the
students were satisfied with the utilization of the developed computer assisted instruction. Both
students and teachers accepted the developed computer assisted instruction as a very suitable

method for use in teaching.
