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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study and compare the learning styles of students
of secondary grade three in Songkhla Province with differences in science studies learning
achievement. The sample consisted of 482 students of secondary grade three from the schools
under the Office of the Fundamental Education Commission, Songkhla Province, obtained by
multi-stage stratified random sampling. The research instrument was a learning-style
measurement questionnaire adapted from the learning-style questionnaire by Anthony Grasha and

Sheryl Reichman, and a test of learning achievement in science constructed by the researcher.

The data analysis was carried out by SPSS.

The research findings may be summarized as follows.

1. The students encountered six learing styles : participant, collaborative, dependent,
competitive, independent, and avoidance. The participant style was high on the criterion scale.
The collaborative style, the dependent style, the competitive style, and the independent style were
moderate, while the avoidance style was low.

2. The students with high achievement in science studies learning showed high participant
learning style, with moderate collaborative , dependent, competitive , and independent learning

styles, while the avoidance style was low. The students with low achievement in science studies
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learning showed moderate participant, collaborative , dependent, competitive , and independent

learning styles, while the avoidance style was low

3. The students differing in science learning achievement differed in learning styles at the

.01 level of statistical significance.
