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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research is to study the language ability in listening and speaking
of the pre-primary children who were taught by using thai children folkplays with applied
word songs and dialogues.

The samples in the study were 30 children with 5-6 years of age at Yaring School in
Pattani. They were studying at pre-primary level 2 and were selected by random sampling
method. They were taught by using thai children folkplays with applied word songs and
dialogues by the researcher for 4 weeks or 16 days.

The instrument of the study is teaching models of Thai children plays with applied
songs and dialogues and the listening and speaking test. The test has overall difficulty value at .49
with the difficulty range between .20 -, 80. It has .20 of discrimination value and .86 of KR-20

value. The statistics used to analyze the data in the study are Mean, Standard Deviation, and

T-test value.
The language ability in listening and speaking of the pre- primary children after
teaching is higher than the language ability in listening and speaking before teaching with

statistically significant difference at level .01.
