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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study problems of the implementation of the
curriculum of early-childhood educational institution of 2003 as perceived by the administrators
and the teachers of the campus-network schools under the Office of Pattalung Educational Zone.

The research sample consisted of 18 administrators and 44 teachers, totaling 62, of the
campus-network schools under the Office of Pattalung Educational Zone. The data-gathering
instrument was a 45-item, rating-scale questionnaire. The data analysis was accomplished by
computation of values of frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The research findings may be summarized as follows.

Regarding levels of the problems referred to, the following obtained for different
aspects of problems. On the aspects of making ready for curriculum implementation and of
curriculum implementation itself, either as a whole or regarding individual components, the
problems existed at a moderate level. On curriculum making, as a whole the problems were at a
moderate level, while regarding individual components it was found that the problems involving
the setting of vision, tasks, and goals, as well as the fixing of indicators and desirable conditions
as perceived by the administrators, were at a low level, with the other components showing their
problems at a moderate level. As perceived by the teachers, it was found that the problems were

at a moderate level regarding the component of the setting of vision, tasks, and goals, the



component of the fixing of the unit of experience and learning time, and the component of the
making of experience plan. For the other components, their problems were at a low level.

Major suggestions on the application of the curriculum were the following. The
Pattalung Educational Zone should carry out supervision to monitor the curriculum
implementation once a term. Teachers should set up instructional activities in conformance with

the curriculum.
