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Abstract

The objective of this research is to evaluate the use of the bachelor’s degree (post diploma) home
economics curmiculum endorsed in 2000 by Rajabhat Institute. Thé study compares opinions expressed by the
administrators and the instructors in terms of preparation for the use of the cwrriculum and the administration of the
currictlum. The study also compares opinions expressed by the instructofé ;nd the students in terms of the course
syllabuses, their structure as well as the description of each course, and of the instructional implementation.
Finally, the study seeks opinions from the users or emplovers of the graduates from the program on their attributes.
The data were collected through mailed-questionnaires from 13 Rajabhat Institutes offering the courses. The results
of the study reveal the following:

The admunistrators expressed that suffient efforts had been made in the preparation for the use of the
curriculum and the administration of the curriculum, 1.e. there has been adequate space for practical and theoretical
courses as well as the suitability of the course svllabuses. The administrators also expressed their support m the
teaching of the instructors in terms of teaching material production, instructional equipment and media; provision of
welfares and teaching services to the mstructors in line with their qualifications, abilities, and skills; conducting hne
supervision; managing course schedules; and providing opportunities for students to choose the courses freely. Thus
is in contrast with the opinions expressed by the mstructors who felt that not enough etforts had been made to
accomplish the above matters.

Regarding the structure of the course syllabuses, the instructors expressed their opion that sufficient
efforts had been made in the designation of the required non-science general courses. This i1s in contrast with the
opinion expressed by the students who felt that mstructional arrangement has not been carried out appropnately.
However, in terms of instructional implementation, both tne instructors and students agreed that teaching activities
organized were suitable with the teaching plans; that students were allowed to ask questions, and that teaching
media for practical courses were utilized properly.

As for the characteristics of the graduates of the program, the users or employers expressed their opinions
that the graduates possessed the highest level of suitability in the following attributes: possitive attitudes toward
being a teacher, devotion and faith in the teaching profession, honesty, maintenance of national identity and culture,
and awarenecss of being Thau.

Regarding the course description, the instructors and the students felt that the following 1ssues were found
not to be suitable: credits/hours; time allowed in the curriculum; compatibility of content in the syliabus with the
need of the society and with that of the students; and content up-to-date and useful for emplovment. The list of the
courses consisted of the following: Principles of Dietaries and Therapeutic Nutnition. Clothing and Dressing
Design, Family Clothing, Children Clothing, Night Gown, Interior Design, House Management, Special Activities
for Children, Shop Window and Store ‘Management, Waste Material Craft, and Floral Arrangement mn Thar
Tradition.
