Koh Yo Fabric

Koh Yo is an island of approximately 14 square kilometres situated near the
mouth of the Lake of Songkhla about six kilometres from Songkhla provincial town. The
island has nine villages all known for their locally woven fabrics. Two groups of ethnic
Chinese Thais today make a living from fishing, cultivating fruit plantations, pottery
and hand-woven fabrics, occupations that they followed prior to relocating to Koh Yo.
Nowadays, Koh Yo weaving techniques and designs are not much different from other
southern Thailand hand-woven fabrics. At present there are around 400 families in 1,000

locations where villagers weave with looms. Popular designs include song (two) takor ;

There is a group of 50 women in Tambon Khao Roop Chang of Songkhla who
know how to make artificial flowers from fish scales. The scales are mostly taken from
sea bass or ‘Pla Kapong Khow’ in Thai. They are farmed a lot in Songkhla lake by those
who live around the area.

Before they take the fish scales to make any product, they have to prepare the
scales. They select only the good and appropriate sized scales. They wash them many
times to clean them until no more dirt or fishy smell remains. The scales are soaked in
powdered detergent for one night. They then wash them again to get rid of any
remaining dirt or fishy smells. Finally, they have clean white fish scales. They dry the

scales in the sun for a while and then continue the drying in a shed. After that, they sort
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the scales by size. They dye the scales in different colours to
meet with each product requirement. And then they pack the
finished scales in bags before selling them.

Products made of fish scales are flowers, brooches,

earrings, bouquets etc. The fish scale products from Khao

Tinsulanonda Bridge

The bridge is a part of Highway 4146, linking Highway 407 (Hat Yai — Songkhla) and
Highway 4083 (Songkhla — Ranode). It starts from the mainland at Baan Nam Krachai,
passing through Koh Yo island and is connected to Khao Khiao on the other side of the
mainland. The bridge facilitates faster transportation across the lake without having to use the
busy ferry services in the town of Songkhla. Bridge building begun on March 26, 1984
and was completed on September 25, 1986. The opening ceremony was presided over by the
Crown Prince.

The bridge contains two sections. The first section links Amphur Muang Songkhla at
Baan Nam Krachai with the southern shore of Koh Yo island, 940 meters in length, excluding a
tied beam of 100 meters at each end. The second section links the northern shore of Koh Yo
island with Baan Khao Khiao on the mainland alength of 1,700 meters, excluding a 225

meter tied beam on Koh Yo side anda 100 meter tied beam on Khao Khiao shore.
