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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at constructing listening-speaking English supplementary lessons
that utilize contexts familiar to Prathomsuksa 5 (Grade 5) students. It focused on
comparing the learners’ competencies of the skills before and after the lessons had been used.
The sample group consisted of 30 students who were studying in Prathomsuksa 5 at Ban
Pakbangnathup School in the first semester of the 2004 academic year. They were
randomly chosen from students with mixed competencies of English. The sample group
was then taught by the researcher for 2 periods (50 minutes each) a day, 3 days a week
for 5 consecutive weeks. The instruments consisted of a listening-speaking test and 15
lessons plans. Data were analyzed using mean, percentage, standard derivation and t-test

The research results revealed that the listening-speaking English supplementary
lessons gained a 81.13/81.06 efficiency standard. After having been taught by using the
lessons, students achieved higher listening-speaking competency than before the classes
were given at the .01 level of statistical significance. This indicated that the lessons constructed

by the researcher were effective and could be used to teach students at this level.
