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ABSTRACT

The research aims of this study were: (1) to compare the learning achievements of a student team -
achievement divisions group of students who learned through cooperative learning with those of a student team —
achievement divisions group reinforced with thinking skill, (2) to study the behaviors involving the skill of working
with others of the students of the student team -achievement divisions group who learned through cooperative
learning and those of the student team -achievement divisions group reinforced with thinking skill, (3) to study the
satisfaction with cooperative learning in terms of student team -achievement divisions group and student team -
achievement divisions group reinforced with thinking skill. The sample group by means of simple random sampling
consisted of two classes of 64 students of secondary grade 3 of Woranareechalerm School in the second term of the
2004 academic year. The first experimental group learned by cooperative learning method as student team-
achievement divisions group, and the second experimental group learned by cooperative learning method as student
team -achievement divisions group reinforced with thinking skill. The research instruments were a test measuring
learning achievement, an observation form recording behaviors of working with others, and a form for measurement

of the satisfaction with cooperative learning. The data analysis made use of t-test and percentage.

The research findings were as follows. (1) The post-learning achievements were higher than the pre -
learning achievements for the two experimental groups at the .05 level of statistical significance.
(2) The learning achievements of the first experimental group and those of the second experimental group was not
different at the .05 level of statistical significance. (3) The behaviors concerning the skill of working with others of
the two experimental groups showed behavior scores of over 70 per cent, passing the criterion involved at a high
level. (4) The satisfaction with cooperative learning of the two experimental groups was over 70 per cent, passing

the set criterion at a high level.
