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Abstract

The purpose of the research was to study the problems and the needs of
the students talented in sports a Rajabhat Institute Songkhla and the relationship
between the problems and the needs of those students. The questionnaire
method was utilized to gather data from 116 students in Sport Talented Project at
Rajabhat Institute Songkhla in the 2002 academic year. The statistics used in
analyzing the data were frequency, arithmetic means, standard deviation and
Pearson coefficient of correlation.

The study indicated that: 1) Two problems were at a high level. They were
the problems of family and economic. Environment is also a probliem. It was the
lack of gymnasium to support sport activities. The most desirable aspects were
Family and Economic aspects. The students need scholérship and welfare for
those who are outstanding in sports. 2) There was a positive significant
relationship among the five problems. The campus environment, the family and
the economic are at a substantial level. The teaching and the curriculum are at

a moderate level.
