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ABSTRACT

This research adhered to three objectives: first, to study the process of joint participation by
community and school for development of forms of conduct of learning experiences at pre-primary
level; second, to develop forms of conduct of learning experiences of pre-primary students
compatible with the desires and potentials of community and school; third, to study the students’
physical, mental, social, and intellectual development. This was a study to seek conclusions for
learning and development through the process of research and development by applying
participatory operational research methodology. The data collection was achieved by in-depth
interview, group conversation, and behavior observation involving these principal informants: school
administrators, school committee, students’ guardians, and students. The data analysis was carried
out by means of data interpretation followed by concept formation and conclusions leading to
learning and development.

The research findings were as follows regarding the joint participation by community and school
for development of forms of conduct of learning experiences for pre-primary students: the form of
participation by school committee, the form of participation in a meeting of students’ guardians, the
form of participation in fund raising, the form of participation with local administrative organization,
and the form of participation in savings and livelihood along the line of sufficiency economy. The
forms of conduct of learning experiences by the desires and potentials of community consisted of the
following: the forms of conduct of learning experiences in religions, traditions, and local cultures, in
occupations within community, in community environment, in health and hygiene, in traffic rules,
and in information outside community. This joint participation by community and school also
resulted in the pre-primary students’ four areas of development: physical, mental, social, and

intellectual, in keeping with the community and national desires.
