Abstract

The study aimed at analyzing the present status and problems of student-oriented
teaching and learning during academic year 2545 at Rajabhat Songkhla. The simple
random sample of 362 undergraduate students from different programs of study and 136
instructors were selected. The variables of the study were the students’ years of study and
the instructors’ years of teaching experiences. The findings revealed as follow :

1. The overall students’ opinions pointed out that student-oriented teaching and
| learning was moderate. There was no significant difference of opinions among students
from ditferent programs of study within student and instructor dimensions. Their opinions,
however, was significanty difference at .05 level in institute dimension. According to the
sub-dimension analysis, the sfudents stated that there were the opportunities for developing
thewr aptitudes, intellectuals and potentials, their thinking and to be trained for listening and
‘accepting others’ opimions. The instructors stated that they provided students’ opportunities
for thinking and creating and also evaluated from students’ behaviors, performances and
creativities. The data analysis by faculties fshowed case study technique and student
evaluations were used mostly at the Faculty of Education whereas self-study from different
resources was used at the Faculty of Humanity and Social Science for student development.

2. The overall instructors’ opinions showed the high level of operation in
student-oriented teaching and 1earning, however, there was no significant difference among
Instructors’ years of teaching experiences. There was a high level of using research-based

teaching at the Faculty of Agriculture.



3. Both students and instructors pointed out the moderate level of supporting
from the institute for promotion of student-oriented in teaching and learning. For the
instructors, they stated the good services of the library and language center.

4. The instructors suggested for the institute’s providing good quality of
computers In teaching and learning. More than 80 percent of instructors needed for faculty
“development 1n student—orientéd teaching and learning in higher education, creating of
teaching media in student-oriented and using I'T in searching for instructional development.

For the students, they needed more time extended for using computer service hours at the

Academic Service Center.
