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Research Title : A Study of Sexual Values of the Rajabhat Institute Students in

Nakorn Sri Thammarat, Songkhla and Yala

Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the sexual values of the Rajabhat
Institute Students in Nakorn Sri Thammarat, Songkhla and Yala. Four aspects included in the
study were biological, hygienic, psychological and sociological aspects. These four aspects
were comprised of thirteen categories which were : development of the reproductive system,
physical growth, sexual hygiene, sexual nourishment, sexual disease prevention, sex desire,
sex drive release, interest in the same or opposite sex, associating with opposite sex, dating,
having boyfriends and girlfriends, sexual manners of male and female and having sexual
intercourse before getting married. Specifically, it was intended to find out whether these
values were positive or negative, traditional, neutral or modern and whether they were related
to the students’ characteristic backgrounds of sex, religion, educational institutes, major
subjects, parents’ marital status, parents’ educational background, parents” occupation, family
life and accommodation conditions or not. _

The samples were 474 first-year and second-year students selected by
proportional stratified sampling from a population of 5698 students in Rajabhat Institute
Nakorn Sri Thammarat, Songkhla and Yala studying in the second semester in 2002.

The data collection was carried out by applying two tests of sexual values
designed by the researcher. One test was concerned with measuring positive / negative
values, and the other with values for traditionalism, peutrality and modernism. After both of
the tests had been checked for their content validity by 5 experts, they were tried out and

found that their reliability were .73 and .62 respectively.
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The data were analysed through the SPSS for Windows computer program in
statistical term of percentages, Chi — square test and correlation coefficient of Cramer’s V

The research results were as follows :

1. The majority of the samples (82.9%) had positive sexual values. With regard
to the aspects, it was found that the majority of them had positive sexual values in the
biological, hygienic and sociological aspects, but they had negative sexual values in the
psychological aspect. With regard to the categories, it was found that the majority of them
had positive sexual values in the following : development of the reproductive system, sexual
nourishment, sexual disease prevention, dating, having boyfriends and girlfriends, sexual
manners of male and female and having sexual intercourse before getting married. However,
they had negative sexual values in the following : physical health, sexual hygiene, sexual
desire, sex drive release, interest in the same or opposite sex, and associating with opposite
sex.

2. The majority of the samples (55.7%) had modern sexual values and the rest
(44.3%) had neutral ones. There were no traditional sexual values among the samples. With
regard to the aspects, it was found that the majority of them had modern sexual values in the
biological, hygienic and psychological aspects, but they had neutral ones in the sociological
aspect. With regard to the categories, it was found that the majority of them had modern
sexual values in the followings : development of the reproductive system, sexual hygiene,
sexual nourishment, sexual disease prevention, sexual desire, sex drive release and
associating with opposite sex. However, they had neutral ones in the following : physical
growth, interest in the same or opposite sex, dating, having boyfriends or girlfriends, sexual
manners of male and female and having sexual intercourse before getting married.

3. Regarding the relationships between the samples’ characteristic backgrounds
and their positive / negative sexual values, it was found that sex, religion, fathers’ occupation
and accommodation conditions had significant relationships to the values at .001, .05, .05 and
.001 level respectively. However, the characteristic backgrounds of educational institutes,
major subjects, parents’ marital status, parents’ educational background, mothers’ occupation

and family life had no significant relationships to the values at .05 level.
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With regard to the aspects, the results were as follows :
3.1 The characteristic background of sex had significant relationships
to the sexual values in the biological aspect at .001 level.
3.2 The characteristic backgrounds of sex and religion had significant
relationships to the sexual values in the hygienic aspect at .001 and .05 level respectively.
3.3 The characteristic backgrounds of religion and family life had significant
relationships to the sexuzil values in the psychological aspect at .01 and .05 level respectively.
3.4 The characteristic backgrounds of sex and religion had significant
relationships to the sexual values in the sociological aspect at .001 and .05 level respectively.
4. Regarding the relationships between the samples’ characteristic
backgrounds and their traditionalism, neutrality and modernism of sexual values, it was
found that religion, educational institutes, major subjects, mothers’ occupation and family life
had significant relationships to the values at .001, .001, .05, .05 and .01 level respectively.
However, the characteristic backgrounds of sex, parents’ marital status, parents’ educational
background, fathers’ occupation and accommodation conditions had no significant
relationships to the values at .05 level.
With regard to the aspects, the results were as follows :
4.1 None of the characteristic backgrounds had any significant relationships
to the sexual values in the biological aspect at .05 level.
4.2 The characteristic background of religion had significant relationships to
the sexual values in the hygienic aspect at .01 level.
4.3 The characteristic background of educational institutes had significant
relationships to the sexual values in the psychological aspect at .05.
4.4 The characteristic backgrounds of sex, religion, and accommodation
conditions had significant relationships to the sexual values in the sociological aspect at .001,

.05 and .01 level respectively.
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
