The adjustment ot the teachers
showed relative negative significance at the level of osof with the
academic achievement, Marital status, the number of famiiy members,
length of time after finishing school, time spent in travelling to
the centers, family income and expenses were not significantly related

to the academic achievement.

The factors which explained the academic achievement were the
education majors, teaching proficiency, Satoon Center, sex, ordinary
teachers, Songkla Teachers' College and the social study majors.
