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The Purpose of this research was to study and compare the teachers!
views on the B.E. 2521 Elementary Curriculum (the improved version
B.E. 2533). The research includes various problems that occured to the
teachers who used the curriculum. The studied population'vao comprisged
of 293 Prathom I teachers under the jurisdictiom of Primary Education
Council in Pattalung, ‘Son;khll and Satun. The questionnaire constructed
by the author was usea for collecting data.

The results of this study were :- |

1, Most teachers fairly understood the objectives of the curriculum
BsEs 2521 (the improved version B.E. 2533). Its objectives and structures
were clear and suitable enough for the students' age. The general purpose
of the curriculum fairly corresponded with the objectives in the course
description. The content corresponded with the objectives of the curriculum.
Both difficulties and amount of the content were well suited to the age
of the students. The amouni of time spent on studying was suited to the
content. There should be an increase in time spent on studying Thai and
Mathematics. The teachers moderately understood teaching outline and .
teaching plans and helped improve the students' results fr&l their studies.
However, teachers had more burdens. The problems were the objectives and
main content; teachers -oderatelj ﬁnderstood testing and evalua;ion and
moderately foliowed the regulations of teaching to the lower standsrd
students. The comparison of the evaluation result of some subject areas
in this year and last year revealed that teachers were moderately helped
from supervisors and scholars with supervising and doing the followbqp.

Teachers needed most help in doing ﬁeaching outline and teaching plans.



2. Comparing Teachers' opinions:vreachera of different Ievels‘
of education had 52 different opinions in 94 items. Teachers of different
teaching experiences had 42 different opinions in 94 items. Among 94 items,
teachers who emphasized different learning processes had 40 different
opinions.

3. Teachers' problems and suggestions: The amount of time spent
for training teachers on how to use the curriculum should be increased.
Changing and improving of the curriculum should be implemented when every
aspect is ready. National Primary Education Council, Provincial
Supervisory Unit, Aﬁphur Supervisor should do the teaching outline/lesson
plans as these things increased a }ot of burdens on teachers. There
should be a special course on testing and evaluation. Administrative
supervisor should give regular and continuoue supervising-because teachers

need help and suggestions on various aspects.
