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Abstract

The aims of the study are to review Buddhadas®’ biography
and his literary work "Dhamma Ghosana' series and to examine the
particular interpretation of Nibbhana which appears in this series.

The results of the study are :

1. Of all the great literary works of Buddhadas, the
Dhamma Ghosana" series stands out as the most important. It
consists, at this point, of 59 volumes.

2. The importance and central position of Nibbhana
princle are reflected by Buddhadas’ repeated and careful
examinations of this principle through out the Series.

3. Buddhadas’ examination of Nibbhana shows 10 charac-
teristics :

1) The background and development of Nibbhana is
divided into 3 periods.
(1) Nibbhana of Materials
(2) Nibbhana of Animals
(3) Nibbhana of Human Beings
2) The three meanings of Nibbhana @
(1) The meaning according to dictionary
(2) The meaning according to man’s interpretation
‘(3) The meaning according to Buddhism’s definition
3) The three aspects of Nibbhana’s definition :

(1) The definition as related to Extinction



(2) The definition as related to Voidness
(3) The definition as related to other words
4) Nibbhana is achieved through Niroadha (the
extinction of desire, hatred, illusion and obsession)
5) There are 46 synonyms for Nibbhana.
6) There are two types of Nibbhana.
(1) Momentary Nibbhana
(2) Absolute Nibbhana
7) Nibbhana is the central principle of Buddhism.
8) Nibbhana éan be used as a path to the cessation
of Dukkha.
9) The beliefs about Nibbhana include :

(1) The general belief is that Nibbhana can be
obtained only after death and only a certain kind of person can
obtain it. :

(2) Buddhandas believes that Nibbhana can be
obtained by anyone in the present life.

10) Three paths 1leading ﬁo the realization of
Nibbhana :
(1) The control of the six sense organs.
(2) The control of desire.

(3) The freedom from attachment to Self.
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
