Fourteen Southern Provinces

‘The,«-pu.rpose of this st.udyl was to 'survey the newspaper vreading
centres in fourteen_provinces in the South of‘Thailar_ld. We were to inves-
tigate 7-(1A) the cohditiOn and the administration of the newspaper reading
centres, to see whether they were standerdwed or not (2) the opinions' of
those responsxble for the readmg centres (3) to evaluate the effectweness
of the centres, to fmd out’ whet_her they meet particular objectives.

" The sample of 89 newspaper reading centres in fourteen provinces
in the southem part of Thaxland and 89 peopie who were in charge of these
centres served as the suhjects of this study.

The in strutnents utilizedwin data collecting were a questionaire,
as WeIl as an observetion andkan' evaluation form. Data’ collection was done
between October and November 1990. The percentage obtained from the -
above study was used to analyze the data.

The results were as follows :
1. The condition and the administration of the newspaper
reading ce;ntres were fair.

| 2. Their effectiveness was fair and met the objectives.

3. Those who were responsible for setting up the centres f'elt
that the l,ocal mhabntants supported the centres with materials and manpower
.hquxte well. The committee indicated that they believed that the main
factor which made the centres successful was the help and the unity of
the inh,abitanlts.- "The ‘Ctueia‘l probletn found with most of the newsbap‘er :
reading centres was the alotted budged. At times the purchase ‘of materials

etc. was confined by dudgetary restraints.
