Abstract
Purpose of the study

‘1. To survey opinions of instructors and students concerning
student personnel administration in the following areas ; Student
activities, discipline and control functions, an welfare functions.

| 2. To survey the instructors and students’ needs concerning
the studen£ personnel administration.

3. To survey the problems and obstacles encountered by the
student personnel administrations.

4. To compare opinions of instructors and sﬁUdents

concerning student personnel administration.

Procedures :

1. The samples of the study were composed of 132 instructors
and 450 stugents in five Southern Teachers’ Colleges.
2. The questionares used for this study were sent to 582

samples and 516 or 92.09 percent were returned.



3. The data were analyzed by the computers to obtain the

percentage arithmatic mean, standard deviation, and t-test.
Conclusions :

Conclusions were made according to the hypothesis set as
follows :

1. The opinions of instructors and students to the follwing
functions :

1.1 Student activities : Both instructors and students
agreed that the following met the high levél : Student Council
comes from or electioﬁ, student government. worked by the committees.
However the opinions of instructors and students were not.
statistically significant at the .05 1level. Therefore, the
hypothesis was rejected.

1.2 Control function ; Both instructors and students
aéreed that the following met the low level ; The opportunity of the
students to meet the administraters, the opportunity of students to
diScuss about. college administration. However, both instructors and ’
students’ opinions were not statistically sigﬁificant at the .05
level, therefore the hypothesis was rejected.

1.3 Welfare functions ; Both instructors and students
thought that the red tape in the process of using a school vehicles
and the cleanliness of the water and food are of low standard .
However, the opinions of iﬁstrﬁctors and students were not
statistically significant at the .05 level, therefore, the

hypothesis was rejected.



2. Problems and needs :-

2.1 Problems : Both instructors and students thought,
that the problems are 3 the lack of co-operation from students, the
lack of finance to do activiﬁies 3 the few instructors join the
act1v1tles the interest of the administrator in the act1v1t1es and
the lack of d1501p11ne of the students.

2.2 Needs : Both instructors and students need more
money to do activities, students need to work by themselves, and
the faculties need to take on more of a role in the student

activities
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
