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Abstract

The purpose of the research is to enhance the quality of life in villages of intensive development
areas in Songkhla Basin . The representatives of the communities are the ones who study and
analyze the 5 immediate problems of the communities as well as to investigate into the
causes of the problems and to find out the solutions. Following with the projects/ activities to

enhance the quality of life in the communities in accordance with their resources and potentiality.

The areas of the research cover 3 villages of intensive development areas, Baan Khao, Moo
3 Thambon Baan Khao Amphur Ranod, Baan Aow Teung, Moo 4 Thambon Rattapum Amphur

Kuan-niang, and Baan Pratoo-kian, Moo 5 Thambon Meuang —ngam Amphur Singhanakorn.

There are 2 sampling groups in each area. The Development Research Team composes of 4-
6 local officials and community leaders with knowledge, ability and experiences in community
development. The Community Research Team composes of 30-50 local leaders, heads of local

organizations and local volunteers.

There are 4 categories of data: community basic data, community general data, research data and
following up data. Data analysis are carried out with qualitative analysis in percentage and mean

(X) and reported in descriptive and quantitative reports.



The processes of field research are carried out in 6 stages: research preparation, teamwork
preparation, study and analyze problems and find out the solutions, create the projects and
activities, carrying out the projects and activities, evaluate and follow up the projects and

activities.

The results of the research are as follow:

1. The first 5 immediate problems of the communities in the research area:

Baan Khao, Moo 3 Amphur Ranod: debt, poverty, agricultural parasite (cherry snails),
low price of products, inadequate fund for the production and inadequate land,
accordingly.

Baan Aow Teung, Moo 4 Amphur Kuan-niang: inadequate earning, debt, inadequate

fund for the production, soil deterioration and unemployment, accordingly.

Baan Pratoo-kian, Moo 5 Amphur Singhanakorn: high cost of production, infertile soil,
inadequate development of the women group, inadequate knowledge in cow raising and

lack of enthusiasm in development, accordingly .

2. Projects/ activities in the research areas:

Projects/ activities in Baan Khao, Moo 3 Amphur Ranod: workshop on Home-stay
management, workshop on the bacteria fermentation from cherry snails, workshop on
induced breeding of gunther’s walking catfish by hormone injection, workshop on seed
selection and production, workshop on mixed gardening and fermenting fertilizer,
workshop on making flowers and wreaths for the cremation, workshop on writing project

proposals, workshop on the culture of water flea.

Projects/activities in Baan Aow Teung, Moo 4 Amphur Keun-niang: workshop on
induced breeding of walking catfish by hormone injection, workshop on mixed gardening
and fermenting fertilizer, workshop on community development participation, workshop

on the culture of water flea and workshop on the culture of mushroom.



Projects/activities in Baan Pratoo-kian, Moo5 Amphur Singhanakorn: workshop for
women group on making flowers and wreaths for the cremation, workshop on circularly
intensive raising of native cows, workshop on writing project proposals, workshop
on mixed gardening and fermenting fertilizer, on community development participation,

workshop for women group on cooking sweet.

Projects/ activities evaluation in the research areas:

Form the participants’ point of views, all the projects and activities in every area are
highly successful. Participants appreciate the knowledge, techniques and skills as helpful
factors for the solution to their problems and as a practical enhancement for their quality

of life. Thus such projects and activities should be expanded in succeeding.

The whole project evaluation:

Evaluations are carries out along the process of the research. Members of the research
team regularly hold meetings for brainstorming and filling in the questionnaire forms.
Furthermore, unofficial evaluations are carried out by sharing opinions and dialogue with

leaders and members of the communities.

In conclusion, all communities in the research areas welcome this research project.
Leaders and members of the communities who participated in the project consider the
project as helpful for the development of the quality of life in the communities. It can be
a guideline for the communities to enhance their quality of life in accordance to their

problems and their real needs.

Two months after the end of the research, many projects/activities are still going on in
satisfactory progress. They are already included in community plans and some are

advancing to join the Thambon Plan and higher levels.
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
