ABTRACT

The objectives of this research was to study the perception of the application of the syllabus
of early-age education of B.E. 2546 of administrators and teachers of early-age education at the
institutions offering early-age education in B.E. 2549 under the Phatthalung Educational Zone.
The research sample consisted of 185 administrators and 240 teachers of early-age education. The
research instrument was a rating-scale-of —five questionnaire. The data analysis made use of
mean, standard deviation, t-test for statistical significance, and frequency determination for analysis
of data involving problems and suggestions. The research findings were as Follows.

1. The administrators and the teachers in question perceived the application of the early-age
education syllabus of B.E. 2546 to be appropriate at a high level with reference to the aspects of
context, basic factors, process, and results of process implementation collectively and itemwise.

2. By gender, the administrators and the teachers as stated differed in their perception
collectively in the aspects of context, basic factor, process, and results of process implementation
at the 0.05 level of statistical significance. When individual aspects were considered, it was found
that the perception differed in the aspects of process and of results of process implementation at the
0.05 level of statistical significance, with no difference in the aspects of context and basic factors.

3. Regarding problems and suggestions in the application of the said syllabus, the
administrators’ suggestion was that teachers should follow an institutional syllabus in writing
experience organization plans. The teachers had these suggestions: the community should have a
part in organizing experiences for learners, and a meeting should be held to synchronize details
about the application of the syllabus prior to the implementation of the syllabus. A suggestion was
made by both the administrators and the teachers that the syllabus should be mended after use.

Regarding difficulties in the administration of the syllabus, the administrators felt that there was a
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shortage of teachers with training in early-age education, and the teachers were of the opinion that

the administrators failed to give early-age education its due importance.
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
