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ABSTRACT
The objectives of this research study were : to study the levels of the
participation in the administration of educational institutions by the committees of
basic-education institutions in Sadao District, Office of Songkhla Educational Zone 3;
to compare the participation in terms of the variables of type of basic-education
in training ; to study relations of khowledge and attitude of the participation in
educational institution administration; and to study problems and suggestions for

improvement of the said participation by the committees referred to.

The sample of the research study consisted of 420 members of the basic-
education institution committees in the said district in the 2005 academic year. The data-
gathering instruments were a 20-item test of khowledge, a 20-item test of attitude, a 40-
item test rating-scale questionnaire, and an interview form. The statistics for the data
analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, alpha coefficient, tOtest, Scheffe F-test,
and Pearson procuct-moment correlation coefficient.

The findings of the research study were as follows.

1. The levels of the said participation as a whole and by individual aspects
were at a moderate level.

2. Comparatively, the said participation was found to be the following.

2.1 Comparatively by type of representative, the said committee members

differed in their participation referred to at the .01 level of statistical significance, with

educational-institution administrators participation more than the other types of committee
members.

2.2 Comparatively by educational qualification, the said committee members
differed in their participation referred to at the .01 level of statistical significance, with
those who held a bachelor’s degree or a higher qualification participating more.

2.3 Comparatively by size of educational institution, the said committee
members differed in there participation referred to at a statistically non-significant level.

2.4 Comparatively by experience in training, the said committee members
differed in their participation referred to as a whole, with those having undergone training
showing more participation in every aspect except in academic administration where they
were found to differ at a statistically non-significant level.

3. The said committees’ knowledge of roles and functions related to the participation
in question a the .01 level of statistical significance.

4. The attitudes forward the said participation related to the participation in
question at the .01 level of statistical significance.

5. The problem of the said participation was a lace of knowledge and understanding
of roles and functions and of a positive attitude toward the said participation, an so it was
suggested that the said committees should be instructed on roles and functions, that activities
should be held to promote a positive attitude, and that good relations should be established

between educational institutions and education-institution committees.
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
