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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study and compare the conditions and problems
of the measurement of learning in accordance with the educational reform as experienced by the
primary school teachers of Natawee District in terms of the variables of educational qualification,
field of study, teaching experience, and class under responsibility.

The research sample consisted of 191 teachers from the primary schools of the said
district under the jurisdiction of the Office of Songkhla Educational Zone III. The data-gathering
instrument was a 54-item rating-scale questionnaire. The statistics for data analysis were mean,
standard deviation, t-test, and F-test.

The research findings were as follows.

1. The teachers’ opinions on the general conditions of authentic measurement and
assessment were at a medium level as a whole. Individually, the aspects of knowledge/experience
and of the use of measurement and assessment techniques were at a medium level, while the
aspect of opinions on the benefit and significance of measurement and assessment was at a high
level.

2. The teachers’ problems of authentic measurement and assessment were at a medium
level.

3. By educational qualification, the teachers’ opinions on the general conditions as a
whole and their problems of authentic measurement and assessment differed at the .05 level of

statistical significance.



4. By field of study, teaching experience, and class under responsibility, the teachers’
opinions on the general conditions and problems of authentic measurement and assessment did

not differ as a whole.
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
