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Abstract

The objective of this research is to develop the lesson plans
encouraging self-esteem through cooperative learning ,to compare the
self-esteem of students taught with the Cooperative Learning and those
with conventional learning. The study also investigates development of
self-esteem of both groups of students,and gathers the student opinions
about classroom activities, the benefit in terms of knowledge and the
applicable of knowledge. The sample of the study includes 64 first year
business administration students from the Faculty of Management Science,
Rajabhat Institute, Songkhla. With the application of the Equivalent Control
Group, Pre-test— Post-test Design, the students were then divided pair-wise
into two groups of 32 students each for the controlled and experimental
group. The Thai version of Coopersmith Self-Esteem Inventory was used
as the research instrument.Data were analyzed using the SPSS for Window
Version 10.

The results of the study reveal the following:

1. Overall, the students with Cooperative Learning differed in their
self-esteem from the students with conventional learning at a significant level
of .05; the students taught with the Cooperative Learning showed a higher
sclf-esteem than those taught in the conventional leaming The average score
on self-esteem in socail , school and self is arranged from high to low.

2. Overall and m the educational and social dimensions, the students
with Cooperative Learning and those with conventional learning differed
in their post-test self-esteem at a significant level of .01; both groups of
students showed a higher self-esteem than when they did in the pre-test.

3. Students in both controlled and experimental groups agreed that
activities for the research into development of self-esteem were diverse,
thus giving opportunities for student to participate, exchange ideas, gain
knowledge and experience enjoyment. The learners attained benefits in
terms of knowledge, general and social skills, as well as practical and
applicable knowledge.
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
