Research Title The Study of the Foreign Language Students’ Learning about
Their Own Communities: A Case Study of the English Major
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Abstract

This research was to study the opinions of the English major students of
Rajabhat Institute Songkhla (Business English Students and Liberal Arts Students) in
their learning relating to their own communities. The opinions of the people living in
Songkhla communities about their expectations and course content were covered in the
study. Data were collected through questionnaires and interviews.

The case subjects were English major students who had studied Thai
Studies in the first semester of 2001 and the people in Songkhla communities. The 16
students were third year English Business Students and 16 Liberal Arts students.
People who answered the questionnaires are leaders of communities and the people
who work in education and / or live in Songkhla. = Sixty samples were selected to
answer the questionnaire and to be interviewed.

The result of the study was done by the content analysis of the collected
data. The results are as follows.

1. The students majoring in Business English learned about their own
communities from the subjects in Social Science more than the English subjects. The
Liberal Art Students learned about their own communities mainly form English

subjects.
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2. The students consider that the subject relating to local content is
useful but not the most important criterion. However, the Business English students
consider that the knowledge of the locality is useful for a career in Hotels and Tourism.

3. The students know about their own communities through Eistory
and legends. However, they have very little knowledge about the main careers of the
people in their own community and /or local wisdom of which they have a high regard.

4. The students want to learn English related to their own communities for
describing the area and interesting places therein but the people in the communities
expect them to teach English. ‘

5 The students want to propose their own area for tourism but the people
in the communities want to present strong support, the unity of the community,
economy, social conditions and the community leaders.

6. Vocabulary is the main problem in learning English relating to learners’
community. They lack confidence in using English and want to practice more. The
teachers, therefore, should encourage them to practice using English talking about their
own communities. Necessary vocabulary can be provided by teachers whenever the
students need them.

7. The people in Songkhla regard English as the most important foreign
language. Other languages which are also highly regarded are Chinese, Japanese,

Malay, Arabic, French and German.
