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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study were to : find out SKRU’s students’ background of
the academic year 2009, compare their study achievements before and after studying in SKRU, rank
average grades(GPR) of the 4" year students in the same academic year as a whole and as a program,
and analyze undergraduate production efficacy as a whole and as a program. The populations were
1,225 undergraduate students, who started their 1 year in 2009, 203 undergraduate students who
started their 3° year (study for 2 years), and 1,520 undergraduate students who graduated in 2009.
Data were collected from students’ registrations. These data were divided into 3 part: students’
personal background, the students’ average grades from semester 1 and 2, information of 4 " year
students who graduated in 2009. The data were analyzed by using percentage and students’
achievements were analyzed by using chi-square test.

The findings were: according to students’ background, most students were 18-21 years, 22-
25 years, and over 26 years, respectively. The major population of the Faculty of Education, the
Faculty of Sciences and Technology, the Faculty of Management and Administration, and
Agricultural Technology were female. For the Faculty of industrial arts and Technology, the Faculty
of Fine Arts, and the Faculty of Humanity and Social Sciences, most students were male, The
majority groups of students were form Songkhla Province, Satun Province and Narathiwat Province,
respectively. Most students were Buddhists and Muslim. When considered by the faculties, students
from the Faculty of Management and Administration, the Faculty of Industrial Arts and Technology,

the Faculty of Fine Art, and the Faculty of Humanity and Social Sciences were Buddhists and
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students from the Faculty of Education, the Faculty of Sciences and Technology, and Agricultural
Technology were Muslim. The new students GPA before entering SKRU earned GPA below 2.00 and
2.50-2.99 respectively. Most of them got GPA lower than 2.00 if considered separately in faculties.

For their first semester, most students’ grades were lower than 2.00, then 2.01-2.49, and
2.50-2.99, respectively. However, the students from most faculties except the students form the
Faculty of Education and the Faculty of Industrial Art and Technology who got their average grades
2.01-2.49, earned less than 2.00. The result to the second semester was the same as their first
semester. The result of the students’ study achievements before and after studying at SKRU were not
significantly difference at 0.05 level.

1,486 students graduated in academic year 2009. Most of them were students from the
Faculty of Management and Administration and the F aculty of Education, respectively. Moreover, the
students who took more time than expected were students of the F aculty of Sciences and Technology
the Faculty of Industrial Arts and Technology, and the faculty of Management and Administration,
respectively, Nevertheless, there were 692 dropped-out which considering lost in educational
investment. Most were students from the Faculty of Management and Administration, the Faculty of

Sciences and Technology, and the Faculty of Fine Art, respectively.
