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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the levels of roles of school administrators in
academic administration in keeping with the sufficiency economy philosophy as perceived by the
primary education teachers in Khlong Hoi Khong District under the Office of Songkhla Primary
Education Zone 2, 2) to compare the roles as mentioned above by the variables of school size and the
teachers’ job experience, and 3)to study the teachers’ problems, handicaps, and suggestions
regarding the roles referred to. The sample consisted of primary school teachers in Khlong Hoi
Khong District under the Office of Songkhla Primary Education Zone 2 in the second term of the 2553
academic year. The sample size was determined by means of the Krejcie and Morgan ready-made
table to number 103. The research instrument was a questionnaire with a reliability value (alpha
coefficient) of 0.99. The statistics for the data analysis were values of mean and standard
deviation, F-test, and Scheffe’ pairwise testing of means.

The research findings were as follows. 1) The levels of roles as stated were at a high
level as a whole as well as by individual aspects. At the tope was the aspect of teachers’ perception of
the conduct of learning activities, followed by the aspect of curriculum administration, with measurement
and evaluation being the lowest. 2) Comparatively by school size, the primary school teachers’
perception of the said roles did not differ either as a whole or by individual aspects, and
comparatively by job experience the teachers’ perception of the roles referred to differed as a

whole and in the aspects of the conduct of learning activities and of measurement and evaluation,

at the .05 level of statistical significance, while in the aspect of curriculum administration the
teachers’ perception did not differ and 3) the teachers’ problems, handicaps, and suggestions
regarding the roles in question were that the administrators should assume leadership in the academic
administration by the philosophy of sufficiency economy to cover all the three areas, and that any
suggestions should be applied for development of the said academic administration for greater

efficiency and effectivenes.
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
