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Abstract

This purposes of the study were to explore; 1) the opinions of the dentists and the dental nurses
towards the performance-framework in dental public health at the Subdistrict Health Promoting
Hospital; 2) the relationship between these opinions and personal factors , role acknowledgement on
dental public health in the Subdistrict Health Promoting Hospital; 3) the relationship between personal
factors and role acknowledgement; 4) the application towards the performance-framework in dental
public health at the Subdistrict Health Promoting Hospital. The samples were 32 dentists and 42
dental nurses working in Pattani. Quantitative and qualitative data collection methods were employed
through questionnaires and focus group discussion. Quantitative data were analyzed for frequency
distribution, chi-square test and t-test. The content analysis was applied for qualitative data.

The quantitative findings revealed that the participants responded as “highly agree” to all
activities based on performance-framework except home visit after birth was accepted as “agree”.
There was no relationship between personal factors and role acknowledgement as well as the opinions
toward performance framework. The dentists and dental nurses had different opinions on provision on
creating database and conducting oral health surveys for elders annually, and for all students twice a
year statistically significant at p-value = 0.05. The qualitative data revealed that both dental personnel
suggested to reduce some activities, to-make use of existing database, to support manpower and
budget as well as to distinctly define the roles of dental personnel in order to foster the activities in
Subdistrict Health Promoting Hospitals. Comparing health promotion to curative activities, the dental
nurses suggested to rather focus health promotion activities whereas the dentists thought that curative

activities should be emphasized first and then supported by health promotion activities.
