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Abstract

There were three objectives of this research: 1) to construct plans to provide integrative
learning experience for early-age students with Thai as second language so as to attain the efficiency
by the 80/80 standard criterion, 2) to compare the achievement in the skill of using Thai of an
experimental group with integrative learning and that of a control group with normal learning, and 3)
to compare the achievement in the skill of using Thai of the experimental group of students before
and after the application of the plans to provide integrative learning experience. The research sample
consisted of second-year kindergarten students of Ban Dusong Payae School under Pattani
Educational Zone 1 as experimental group and second-year kindergarten students of Ban Jabaepa
Friendship Number 197 School under Pattani Educational Zone 1 as control group.

The data-gathering instruments consisted of 10 plans to provide integrative learning
experience, 10 plans of normal learning experience, an exercise in the skill of using Thai for the
experimental and control groups involving 20 activities, and a 30-item, three-choice objective test of
the achievement in the skill of using Thai. The statistics for the data analysis were mean, percentage,
standard deviation, and dependent as well as independent t-test.

The research findings were as follows.

1. The plans of provision of integrative learning experience for early-age students with
Thai as second language showed an efficiency level of 93.56/98 with respect to process and effect,
higher than the set standard criterion of 80/80.

2. The test results of before-learning scores between the experimental and control groups

differed with no statistical significance at the 0.05 level.



3. The achievement in the skill of using Thai of the experimental group after the
administration of the plans to provide integrative learning experience was higher than that of the
control group at the 0.01 level of statistical significance.

4. The achievement in the skill of using Thai of the experimental group after the
application of the plans to provide integrative learning experience was higher than before the
application of the said plans at the 0.01 level of statistical significance.

Suggestions from the Research.

There were three areas of suggestions from this research as follows.

1. There were two following points about the application of research findings. 1) Teachers
should apply integrative teaching between Malay and Thai to activities of learning experience that
link students’ way of life and livelihood. And 2) For instructional media, teachers should use real
objects or pictures that students can feel so that they can learn the abstract through concrete things.

2. For further research there were two suggestions. 1) More activities should be provided
to encourage students to present their products either in group or singly, so as to practice their skills
of speaking and listening. And 2) Instructional activities should be organized in such a way as to
integrate what is in the community and local contexts, including language and culture, with the
instruction at every grade level.

3. With respect to policy, there were three suggestions. 1) The Office of the Commission
of Fundamental Education should have a policy of provision of education for the special area of three
southern border provinces concerning the preparation of institutional syllabuses with integrative
teaching formats and learning activities between Malay and Thai for early-age classes, this policy to
be included in the strategic plan of an educational institution and to be executed with continuity. 2)
The Offices of Educational Zones should institute training projects for teachers of early-age classes
to cope with integrative teaching between Malay and Thai. And 3) School administrators should
select personnel with competencies in the use of Thai and Malay for communication to conduct

instruction for those early-age children for whom Thai is a second language.
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
