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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to create illustrated storybooks based
on the concept of sufficiency economy to achieve the efficiency norm of 80/80, 2) to
compare the analytical reading ability of Primary 1 students before and after having
been instructed by the illustrated storybooks with the concept of sufficiency
economy, and 3) to compare the desirable characteristics of the students on the
sufficiency economy after having been instructed by the illustrated storybooks. The
sample used in this study, drawn according to the cluster random sampling,
consisted of 46 Primary 1 students enrolled in the Demonstration School of
Rajamangala University of Technology Thanyaburi under the jurisdiction of Office of
Higher Education Commission during the 2" semester of the 2012 academic year and
The sample used in this study, drawn according to the cluster random sampling,
consisted of 44 Primary 1 students enrolled in The Demonstration School of Valaya
Alongkorn Rajabhat University Under The Royal Patronage during the 2™ semester of
the 2012 academic year Total of 90 people. The instruments used in this research
were 1) instructional plan; 2) 5 illustrated storybooks based on the concept of
sufficiency economy with the following themes: Two Faithful Friends, Adventure of
the Three Brothers, The Bats, Stubborn Elephant and Teachings of the Parents; 3) an
analytical reading ability test with the IOC reliability of 1.00, the difficulty (p) range
from 0.56 to 0.85, the discrimination (r) range from 0.20 to 0.80 and reliability (KR-20)
of 0.91; 4) a questionnaire probing students’ desirable characteristics on the aspect
of sufficiency economy, with queries to follow the desirable features is sufficient. The
accuracy was 1.00 with the I0C reliability of 1.0 and Cronbach’s reliability of 0. 972.
The data were analyzed by such statistics as percentage, arithmetic mean and
standard deviation. A dependent t-test was used for hypothesis testing.

The findings of the study reveal that: 1) the illustrated storybooks based on
the concept of sufficiency economy attain the efficiency of 81.00/83.75 ; 2) after
having been instructed with the developed storybooks, the students’ analytical
reading ability is significantly higher than before at the level of .01; 3), after having

been instructed with the developed storybooks, the students’ analytical reading



ability is significantly higher than before at the level of .01;the students’ desirable
characteristics on the aspect of sufficiency economy is significantly higher than before
at the .05 level.
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
